"Scout hand salute"	 	 	 All salute the flag, those not in uniform hand over heart

"Color guard halt"	 	 	 Said when the color guard reaches the posts

"Color guard post colors"	 	 Flags are placed in the posts

"Color guard hand salute"	 	 Boys at flags salute, facing the American flag. Begin pledge of allegiance.

"Scout sign"	 	 	 	 Everyone faces troop flag. Begin either the Scout Oath or Scout Law

	 "Two"	 	 	 	 	 Color guard returns, everyone lowers hands and can sit
